of the German Nation, in which the Habsburgs ruled as emperors in 
almost unbroken succession for several centuries until the union of 
territories was dissolved in 1806.

The Museum of Aspern-Essling offers an overview of the military 
conflict between the French and Austrian troups in May 1809. It 
exhibits a documentation of the circumstances, displaying different 
sorts of weapons, uniforms, bullets and several pictures of the 
military leaders. In 1858, Archduke Albrecht, son of Archduke Karl, 
had a monument erected in order to remind people of the victims of 
that war. This monument, the Lion of Aspern, was built by the artist 
Anton Fernkorn. The lion is portrayed lying on French warflags. The 
French Eagle and the flags are the symbols of the French cavalry. 
The animal’s head is positioned on a French helmet. The lion 
symbolises the brave soldiers who fought, won and died. The victory 
of the German soldiers over the French army is represented by the 
oakleaves around the pedestal. In the face of the dying lion you can 
read melancholy and anger, strength and steeliness in its posture. 
Pressing his nails into the stone, the animal is dying.

Accommodating some 180,000 
objects, it is the largest collection of its kind worldwide, and because 
of its uniqueness has been classified as a world heritage site in 
UNESCO’s Memory of the World Register. 
The current temporary exhibition, Voices from the Desert Sand. 
Letter-Writing in Greco-Roman Egypt, focuses on “ordinary” 
individuals whose voices are never heard in antique literature and 
lets them speak to us on papyrus in the form of personal letters. This 
unusual correspondence is fascinating because of its immediate 
and intimate nature and grants manifold glimpses of everyday 
life back then.

The Austrian National Library’s State Hall numbers among the 
world’s most beautiful Baroque libraries. Emperor Charles VI 
was the initiator of this gem of profane Baroque architecture, 
commissioning it for his court library.
In 1723, Johann Bernhard Fischer von Erlach, the famous court 
architect, began building the State Hall, which was finished in 
1726 by his son, Joseph Emanuel. The ceiling frescoes are by the 
hand of the court painter Daniel Gran. Together with the marble 
statues by the brothers Peter and Paul Strudel and the bookcases 
made of walnut, they convey an authentic impression of an 
eighteenth-century Baroque universal library. 
The exhibition currently on view in the State Hall, entitled Jews, 
Christians, and Muslims. Intercultural Dialogue in Old Writings, 
impressively illustrates how fundamental knowledge in the natural 
sciences was transmitted, thereby focusing on the dialogue among 
different civilizations. The manuscripts, most of which date from 
the Middle Ages, essentially introduce those disciplines that 
particularly benefited from cross-cultural dialogue: medicine, 
astronomy, and astrology.

In the world’s most important Treasury, you can marvel at the 
most precious insignia and jewels from a millennium of European 
history:
Here, in the oldest part of the Imperial Palace (13th century), you 
will not only find the Imperial Crown of the Holy Roman Empire 
(from around 962) and the crown which later on became Crown 
of the Austrian Empire (from 1602), but also the remains of the 
Burgundian Treasure from the 15th century, the Treasure of the 
Order of the Golden Fleece, and legendary treasuries from the 
possessions of the Habsburgs, among them a “unicorn” of almost 
two-and-a-half metres and the “Holy Lance”.

The building of the Postal Savings Bank – along with the famous 
church at Steinhof – is one of the most important works of the 
Art Nouveau architect Otto Wagner. Countless details, such as 
the world’s largest cast aluminium sculptures measuring 4.5 
metres on the roof of the building’s main facade, innovative 
materials, such as aluminium, glass and linoleum, and above all a 
completely new style of architecture based on functionality make 
the building of the Postal Savings Bank a key example of modern 
architecture that attracts thousands of visitors from all over the 
world every year.

The Fire Department Museum, founded in 1901, has had a long 
tradition in Vienna. It is situated in the “Märkleinsche Haus”, 
which was designed by Lukas von Hildebrandt and built in the 
years 1727 to 1730. The exhibition rooms on the first floor include 
a large hall with an impressive stuccoed ceiling from the first half 
of the 18th century. In the course of the overall refurbishment of 
the buildings situated Am Hof, the rooms of the museum were 
renovated, the courtyard was covered with a roof and thus even 
more space was provided, and a barrier-free access was installed. 
Due to the fact that the available area is larger now, there is room 
enough to show objects, some of which have never been presented 
to the public so far.

The Urban Archaeology of Vienna has curated a special exhibition 
of finds which were detected in excavations in the course of the 
reconstruction. In this exhibition, the housing situation and 
functions of buildings within the Ancient Roman camp will also be 
shown.
